PROCEDURES FOR  REMOVING A COACH/PARENT

FROM  COMPLEX

IF A REFEREE DECIDES TO TELL A COACH OR PARENT TO LEAVE THE COMPLEX DUE TO INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR OR A RED CARD VIOLATION, THE FOLLOWING NEEDS TO TAKE PLACE:

THE OFFICER ON DUTY IS GENERALLY THE PERSON RESPONSIBLE FOR MAKING SURE THE INDIVIDUAL LEAVES THE COMPLEX.

REMEMBER, NOT TO TOUCH THE INDIVIDUAL IN ANY WAY. IF THE PERSON REFUSES TO LEAVE, TELL THEM YOU WILL CALL THE POLICE.  IF YOU’RE TELLING THEM YOU WILL CALL THE POLICE DOESN’T CONVINCE THEM TO LEAVE, CALL THE POLICE.

SITUATIONS WARRANTING A PERSON BEING REMOVED FROM THE  COMPLEX  RARELY HAPPEN BUT JUST IN CASE IT DOES COME UP, YOU HAVE THE PROCEDURE ON HOW TO HANDLE IT.
